	Monday
	Tie dying lab shirts and planting beans in a bag to watch their progress over the 2 weeks.
	3 experiments to do with surface tension using soap, water,

Creating sound effects through making bottle drums, musical straws, Kazoo and using your imagination to fit with the story.

	Creating tricks such as an egg dropping into a glass without touching it, balancing water in tumblers, creating bouncing corks and sticking coins to glass in a scientifical way.

	Cabbage chemistry-testing what substances are alkaline and what are acidic.  An oily problem-how does oil react when mixed and shaken.

	Making and playing with slime, creating a balloon rocket and breaking sticks in the name of science.
	Experimenting with ice cube boats, creating milky rainbows and an experiment that involves separating layers.
	Creating periscope puppets and perform with them.  Doing a colour changing challenge that involves teamwork, lots of energy and lots of mess.

	Thursday
	Discovering how many colours are within ‘black’ using blotting paper, making a cup that screams and causing a balloon to scream.
	Experimenting light with the aid of glow sticks, discovering UV rays with the aid of UV beads and creating bubbles that bounce.
	Creating putting and discovering it’s uses, investigating fingerprints through forensic science.
